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French knot - Hold the needle in your right hand.  With your 
left hand, wrap the thread around the needle 1-3 times, de-
pending on the size of knot you want.  Be sure needle points 
away from the fabric when you wrap the thread and wrap it 
close to where the thread comes 
through the fabric.  Insert the needle 
close to where it came out.  Holding the 
knot in place, you can pull the needle to 
the wrong side of fabric.

Read all instructions before starting 
Pattern does not need to be reversed 

 
1. Trace sheep pieces on to fusible and rough cut around. 

Iron to the back of correct wool.  Cut on the lines.   
2. Trace one cuff, hill, mitten front and backing wool 

(tracing around entire mitten and cuff in one piece) 
onto dull side of freezer paper. Iron to the wool and 
cut out on the lines. Remove paper from all pieces.  

3. Fuse patch shapes to the front of mitten positioning as 
shown in photo.  Stitch around using blanket or whip 
stitch.   

4. Add French knot eyes, bee body and flowers. Lazy 
daisy stitches for wings.  Add long straight stitches for 
stems.  Short stitch for antennae and legs.  

5. Position and pin mitten to the backing and blanket 
stitch around except for the top edge.  

6. Position and pin cuff in place, slightly overlapping the 
top of the mitten.  Blanket stitch around the entire 
cuff.  

7. Add a hanger. 
8. Enjoy the work of your hands!

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Lazy daisy stitch – 
Hold thread down with 
the thumb and insert 
needle where it first 
came out.  Bring point 
out a short distance 
away keeping the needle 
on top of the thread.  
Fasten the loop down 
with a short stitch. 
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
